Your answer to that question should be prepared in advance, ready to deliver in no more than 90 seconds from start to finish, roughly the time it takes an elevator to rise from the lobby to the executive floor.
Writing Your Pitch
Write a concise statement that emphasizes the qualities that make you unique and relevant to the audience.
What It Should Say
Think about your underlying message as you address these points:
· This is who I am. (Message: You will enjoy working with me.)
· This is what I care deeply about. (Message: Our values are aligned.)
· This is what I have accomplished that is relevant to you. (Message: I can help you and your company succeed.)
